with Christine Sun Kim’s TED Talk

— A Classroom Practice of Disability Awareness in a Mainstream Setting

and Resulting Shifts in Students’ Awareness —
MIYAGI Yukihiro

This paper reports an English class practice based on Sunshine English Course 3 (Kairyudo),
Program 4: “Sign Languages, Not Just Gestures!” in a Japanese junior high school. Students
watched Christine Sun Kim’s performance video to experience the expressiveness and creativity
of sign language. Their perception appeared to be shifted from “a special means for people with
hearing disabilities” to “a lively, expressive natural language that can convey humor and beauty.”
Especially notable were students’ reflections on time expressions in American Sign Language,
such as using hand movements to trace the sun’s path for “all day” and performing “once upon
a time” with a graceful motion toward the past. This classroom practice suggests that
understanding disability can be integrated naturally into English education and that such

integration may deepen students’ awareness of linguistic and social diversity.
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
